What’'s New for FBID Online

Fortuna Holiday Events

A program that put television advertising within the
reach of almost any business could make a come-
back, if enough businesses are interested that is.

Back in 2001, ‘02 and ‘03, FBID created and ran a
television ad cooperative with the help of several
local TV stations and the local cable company. In
the old “TV Buy-In” program businesses got a seg-
ment of a TV ad shared with one or two other busi-
nesses. The ads ran on up to four different channels
and were all packaged with a common opening and
close and theme music.

Several small retailers have been requesting that
FBID bring this program back. Before FBID can
agree to do so, we need to find out how many busi-
nesses are interested in participating.

Some things will be the same and some will not:

*  Cost would still be lower than stand alone TV
ads with expected monthly cost between 3225
and 3275 each month. (production included)

A minimum of three months commitment
Businesses would not have to share the TV ad
with another business.

*  The ads would still be “video business cards”
with 20 seconds for the business and then a *
Sponsored by FBID’ tag

* Al billing would be done by the television sta
tion or stations. Businesses may be asked to pre
pay or set up automatic payment plans with TV
stations

FBID needs a minimum of 12 businesses to start a
new TV ad co-op. If you think this type of adver-
tising would be good for your business please
email fbid@fortunabusiness.com.

There are also some print and radio option avail-
able that FBID can present for a full market tar-
geting. If you think you might be interested in a
TV, print & radio campaign.

Each year FBID holds an annual meeting to discuss the
previous year's accomplishments and the upcoming year’s
budget and work plan.

The funds are
guaranteed by a pre-paid account at Umpqua Bank Fortuna
and there is no fee or charge to be part of the program. Fortuna
Bucks sends message and encourages local spending. If you
or your employees need more information please call FBID.

Great Savings on Bulk Mail

If any Fortuna business is sending out advertisements or
thank you letters in a quantity of over 200 within Humboldt
County then we can help you save money on postage.

This FBID feature is very easy to use and can save Fortuna
businesses a lot of money. All businesses have to do is:

* Group all envelopes by zip code (95540, 95521, 95564
efc.) and take them to the post office or come to the
FBID office and stamp each envelope with the FBID
permit number.

Then, ask the Post Master what the total cost is to send
out your mail and pay when you ship.

The great thing about our bulk mail permit is that you save
about 18 cents per stamp! A Fortuna business cost to mail is
only 26 cents per item when using our permit.
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Do you have a job opening at your
business? Let us know and we will
put it on our website for free.
